John 20:1-20

A new chapter closes the doors to the previous chapter and opens up a brand-new beginning. 

After the death of Jesus, the devil thought he had won the battle, but unknown to him, he had just 

lost the war. Jesus arose on the third day in power and glory!  

He arose to die no more. 

He tasted death for all mankind and opened up the life gate that all who believe in Him may go in. 

He opened a new chapter of dominion and authority. 

A new way of living and dwelling. 

We are no longer slaves to sin; we are now children of God. 

He closed the last chapter with His death and by His blood. 

He won the victory on our behalf that we may live in newness of life. 

Romans 6:4 - “Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was 

raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.” 

Through His death and resurrection, a new chapter is opened to everyone that believes in Him and

Genesis 1:14 

Chapters are needed to end unfavourable conditions and open up new possibilities. 

Chapters make life interesting and confirm that no condition is permanent in life when God is       

involved. 

Chapters introduce growth and opportunities. 

For example, Abraham started his life as a rich, childless man, but at the right season of life, God   

introduced a new chapter into his life, and that introduction brought about his laughter in Isaac. 

Genesis 12 to 22 

That chapter put a permanent end to barrenness and fruitless labour in his life. The same is still a 

possibility today to everyone who surrenders their all to Jesus, and they will also experience a     

positive and drastic change.

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1 Samuel 17-30 

David started his life journey as a shepherd boy. But, unknown to him, he was being trained for the 

day he will confront Goliath of Gath in battle. 

His killing of Goliath brought him into a new chapter which later introduced him to the throne as the 

King of Israel. 

David’s life was full of many chapters. 

He became a fugitive, and a captain of men who were considered worthless, debtors, hopeless and 

helpless, but David made these men giant slayers and valiant men in battle. 

Even though the first chapter we read about David was an unfavourable one according to human 

judgment, but God used that chapter to train him for a far greater assignment ahead of him. 

Another example is Joseph, who again experienced many life chapters. 

Genesis 37- 45 

He started his life journey as the favourite of his father, and that earned him many enemies. As a   

result, he was sold into slavery, then into Potiphar’s house as the head slave, where he was lied 

against thus landing him in prison. But, the day of remembrance came, and he became the second-in-

command of Egypt. 

Chapters are like commas or apostrophes introduced to give us a break from the current pattern. A 

new chapter gives us the time and opportunity to do things differently. 

Esther 1-9 

Esther also experienced different chapters in her life.  

Her life began as an orphan, living with her cousin. But a new chapter was introduced that made her 

the queen of the land. 

Acts 9:1-end 

Paul started the chapter of his life as an enemy of God, persecuting the church of Christ, until he met 

Jesus on his murderous journey to Damascus. This is where a new chapter of witnessing for Jesus 

began for him after his close encounter with Jesus Christ. 

By the special grace of God, our life as a church is filled with many testimonies of God’s faithfulness 

and grace. We have gone through many chapters of life, and we have seen God replacing the old with 

the new.
