GALATIANS 5:16-26 

There is always conflict between the spirit and the flesh and the one you obey 

determines the servant of who you are. 

The flesh is always at war with the spirit, you must always remember to yield yourself to the 

control of the Holy Spirit, who can empower you to do good in life and to others. 

Romans 8:13-14 

If you obey the spirit, you will live but if you yield your members to the dictates and the    

control of the flesh, you will die. 

When you live in the spirit, you will not fulfil the lust of the flesh, the pride of life and the lust 

of the world. 

Romans 8:5 “For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that 

are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit.” 

 

We have to be kingdom minded in this world, in order to please our master and Lord Jesus 

Christ, the anointed One. 

If you walk in the flesh, it will offer you disappointments, hurts, pains, betrayal, disillusionment 

etc. 

 

Joseph was a good example of walking in the spirit, when he was tempted by the wife of his 

master to sleep with her,  he refused the offer that the flesh offers him, knowing this will only 

land him in big trouble. 

Youth must remember that the devil has no free gift to give them, he will lead you into mess, 

pain and back off from you to face the music alone. 

God will sometimes permit the devil to test you in your area of weakness. 

That is why you must be the master over your weakness, turn every weakness to God for 

strength. 

 

A man walking in spirit will know the mind of God concerning certain situation, but if you are 

neither hot or cold, the devil will block your hearing and take advantage of your deafness. 

When you are not in the spirit, you would not know what to ask God for in prayer.  

Romans 8:26-27. 

 

The Holy Spirit helps you to connect and pray through you to God. 

Youths walking in the spirit will never compare themselves with others as comparison get us 

stuck and keeps us away from our blessings. 

When you compare yourself to others, you have given room to your flesh to go into action 

and that may be dangerous. 

 

Stop getting stuck in the now, broaden your horizon and allow God to help you out. 

Youths in spirit must take a regular stock of his or her life.
