What is purpose?

You must know HOW to fulfil your purpose.  This is to follow God’s revealed      

instructions regarding your purpose and also to renew your mind with the Word of 

God. 

David knew he was born to be a king and a leader, that was why he was bold in       

confronting the enemy of Israel. 

David had the right attitude to life and the right thinking that defeated the enemy by 

the spoken word. 

He had already killed Goliath with his confession before using the sling and stones. 

We have been asked to think on these things. 

Philippians 4:8 says “Whatsoever is of good report, we should think or meditate on 

these things.” 

The world is ruled by men who can reason and think outside the box. 

You must be mindful of your confession as they will eventually become your       

possession. Anytime you say things are tough, it means you have stopped reasoning 

and start accepting your lot as hard , tough and impossible.    

What is reasoning?  It is the action of thinking about something in a logical way.  You    

analyze issues, rationalise them and put them side by side.

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Reasoning is a function of the mind and you must have a mental capacity to reason. 

Isaiah 1: 18a  “God said, come let us reason together.” 

Everything that makes God ‘Omni’ can be put into us to reason like Him, since we 

have the mind of Christ.

In the school of success, your mind is your greatest asset. 

Joshua was told to meditate on the Word of God. 

Anytime you are not going forward, sit down and think.

The more you reason, the more you go up. 

Every frustration is an indication that you have thought very well. 

The depth of your thought will be a function of your thinking. 

Think deep, think possibility. 

Reasoning will give you solution to your problem. 

You have to be real with yourself. 

Reason your way to the top. 

In Luke 15:11-23,  the prodigal son came to his senses.. 

Prayer is not a substitute for reasoning.  There is a place for prayer and there is also 

a place for reasoning.  

Don't wait for things to change, reason to introduce your change. 

1 Chronicles 4:10 “And Jabez called on the God of Israel, saying, Oh that thou wouldest 

bless me indeed, and enlarge my coast, and that thine hand might be with me, and that 

thou wouldest keep me from evil, that it may not grieve me! And God granted him that 

which he requested.”
