1 Peter 2:9 "But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye 

should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light:" 

 

From the scriptures above, it is crystal clear that God has chosen you and your family as a peculiar 

people on earth that will represent Him well amongst the unbelievers. 

If we suffer the same faith as those who were not chosen, the problem is not with God, it is with us. 

What is to be chosen by God?  

It means you are preferred above other people. 

You are set apart and separated for His own use. 

It means you are precious to Him in the agenda of heaven. 

It means, God can make a demand of you at anytime and any day. 

It means your life belong to Him, whether in living or in death. 

It means you are the elect of God according to Matthew 20:16 

Brethren, it's a great honour and privilege to be chosen by God 

It is God’s perogative power to choose whosoever He wills, for example, He chose Moses as a lead-

er to deliver the children of Israel from slavery in Egypt.  Number 16:28 

God chose the Levites out of the twelve tribes as priests to minister to Him and the people. 1 

Samuel 2:2 

God chose Pharaoh as an object of destruction.  Romans 9:17 

God choose Jacob above Esau. Genesis 25:23 

God has decided long time ago to choose and adopt your family and mine into His special family 

through  Jesus Christ our Lord and that choice gave God pleasure. (Ephesians 1:4-5)

Esau had a lousy attitude, that affects his judgement on matter bothering on his future right. Some of 

us gives priority to our bellies rather than our spiritual appetite.  Esau's attitude to his birth right   

denied him the benefit, he would have inherited from his father and his grandfather Abraham.

Esau lost his rights, all his glorious future for a bowl of soup. He made a permanent decision 

for a temporary issue or problem.  The children of Prophet Eli despised God, dishonoured Him 

and they were killed in a singular day. 1 Samuel 4:11 

We should avoid stupidity by not giving away our future for an enjoyment of thirty minutes. 

All of us in one way or the other have done something silly in life, but should never remain          

unchanged. Many of us will live with the consequence of our own mistakes and errors. 

Hebrews 12:16-17- Esau sought for repentance and a change of mind with tears and but it was
