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“STAY ON TRACK –YOUR LIFE MATTERS TO GOD”

1 KINGS 17:1-24; 1 JOHN 3:1-2 
Your life matters to God. The fact that Jesus came to die for you could only mean one         

thing - that you are special to Him. 

Every soul belongs to God, most especially the souls of those who have given their lives to    

Jesus. 

God is interested in everything that concerns us; our lives, marriages, careers, our finances and 

health. 

Just because our lives matter to God does not exclude us sometimes from life challenges. It is in 

the midst of those challenges that God is present with us.  Jeremiah 29:11 

Elijah was called by God as a prophet to the nation of Israel, but the nation departed from the 

living God in his days. 

God told him to go and hide in the brook cherith and there He commanded ravens to feed him 

and he was able to drink water from the brook. 

Experiencing difficulty does not mean that your life does not matter to God, or that you are    

living in sin.  

Elijah was called and ordained by God, but he was now hidden in a brook where birds, that 

were considered unclean and selfish, fed him. This tells us that God is interested in our day-to-

day life, and also interested in the big and the little things. 

God is very loving, and wants to see to it that our lives will always bring Him glory. 

God is interested in every detail of our lives and living. 

We are special to God, but this will not excuse us from obeying God’s clear instructions. 

God taught Elijah the value of all His creatures, as the raven is an unclean bird, but God        

commanded this selfish bird to feed him twice daily. 

These particular birds knew the address of Elijah, and they delivered food to him specially     

without fail. They did not miss the way once, neither did they fail to show up. 

These birds will bring bread in the morning and evening without fail, and they did not end up   

eating the bread, but heeded the commands of the Lord without fail. 

This is an assurance that God knows about your needs and He will send help to you. 

God also provided water for Elijah to drink. 

These are the major basic needs of all human beings: food, water and shelter. 

After the brook dried up, God commanded a widow in another country to sustain him for the 

rest of the period of the famine. 

God did not send Elijah to any widow in Israel for sustenance, but instead, to a heathen country. 

The widow was an obedient woman, no wonder God was interested in sustaining her and her 

son throughout that dry season. 

When she was approached by Elijah, she was willing to give him cake out of her last meal. 

Whatever we give to God can only increase and multiply back to us. 

We have to trust God with our life and our resources. 

Whatever you give to God will never leave your life but goes into your future to multiply and 

comes back to you.  

Our God is a Master Planner and Specialist in strategy. Because these people were special to 

Him, God kept them even during the time of famine.   

God will also see us through this period, in Jesus name. 

No matter how bad the situation is in this country, you are special to God. 

He will ensure that you overcome all of life’s challenges.

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Do you have courage to obey God when you are confronted with life choices that centre on 

you making financial gains or sexual advances? 

Elijah chose to obey God when his life was made difficult by his own decree. He chose to      

believe God and follow His instructions all the way. 

He knew that God loves him and would not let him down or allow him die prematurely. 

Despite the risk involved in his assignment, Elijah obeyed God all the way. 

During this period, God kept and sustained him in another nation. 

God will never leave nor forsake you because you are precious to Him. 

Elijah’s needs were met even at the time of difficulty, and God also hid him during this time. 

If your business seems as if nothing is working or progressing, do not worry, it is not over yet. 

God is only shielding you. 

Elijah rested during the time he stayed with the widow, and God used him to raise back to life 

the son of the widow.  

Your ministry may look like it is over, but I can assure you that it is not over yet. God is busy 

working a miracle just for you. 

After the three and a half years that God kept Elijah away from active ministry, he was told to 

go and show himself to Ahab as God was about to send rain. 

God could have sent rain without asking Elijah to return back home, but God knew that Ahab 

will attribute that to their god Baal, who was the god in-charge of thunder etc. 

All this time, God was orchestrating the footsteps of Elijah throughout his ministry, as Elijah was 

a man after God’s own heart. 

He returned back home and asked Ahab to gather all the prophets of Baal for a showdown of 

their power. 

A contest then took place where he challenged all the prophets of Baal to call on their gods. 

He made a mockery of their useless gods, and then rebuilt the altar of God with twelve stones, 

placed the sacrifice on it, and poured water on the sacrifice before calling on the Lord. 

Elijah provided the sacrifice but God sent fire to consume it.  

God sent rain after the contest at Mount Carmel, and it was not attributed to the god of Baal 

but to the Living God. 

The God that was interested in the widow and in Elijah is still interested in your life. 

Do not wait until you understand the instructions from God before you obey, otherwise it will 

become a contract. 

When you obey like Elijah, even though it does not make logical sense to you, that is faith. 

God will always honour faith expressed in Him. 

Remember that anytime the devil gives you an alternative to God’s perfect will, there is a        

serious consequence that will not be explained to you until it is too late. 

There are no free offers with the enemy, so watch your choices and whom you obey. 

You are special to God, and this guarantees your finishing well in life.  

Joseph’s life mattered to God, and he made it despite all the obstacles on his way. 

Elijah finished well and he also finished gloriously, as he was carried by a chariot of fire to     

heaven. 

Jesus, our perfect example, finished well despite the fact He knew no sin but paid a huge penalty 

for our sins. 

Every life matters to God, so do not throw yours away.  We must daily live to show forth His 

glory.
