PSALM 92:12-15 

It is the will of God for His children to flourish in all aspects of life and living. 

We have a good example in father Abraham which was also passed down to his son Isaac 

and Jacob. 

Divine means something of God, Supernatural 

Flourishing means to prosper, excel, succeed and to be fruitful in all life endeavours. 

The bible says the righteous shall flourish like a palm tree. 

Divine flourishing means the divine ability to excel and succeed at what you do. 

There are different levels to flourishing. 

One level is having just enough 

The next level is having more than enough 

The other level of flourishing is doing well at all areas of your life. 

This palm tree never sheds its leaves, the leaves remain evergreen.  If you are a child of 

God, and you are doing the will of God, whether there is famine or not, you will keep on 

shining and flourishing. 

The cedar tree is an extremely big tree, and it is constantly getting bigger.  In other words, 

if you are a true child of God, the promise of God is that not only will you continue to 

prosper, your prosperity will keep on growing.  It is impossible for a true child of God to 

say, he or she was once rich but now poor. 

Those that are planted in the house of God, even at old age, will still be producing fruits.  

You will never hear children of God talking about old age sickness because the promise of 

God is the renewing their age like that of an eagle. 

Flourishing like a good farmer is he ability to plant your seeds under any weather         

condition and to get a good harvest.  

To fully understand divine flourishing is to know the opposite word to flourishing; 

Wretchedness  or poverty. 

Poverty is a curse that must be broken; it brings with it, sadness, sickness, loneliness,        

rejection, failure, disgrace, shame, pain and inability to perform your responsibility as a  

parent for your children due to lack. 

We know God can cause a person to succeed in any circumstances and situation. 

For instance, in Genesis 26:14-16, Isaac sowed in the time of famine, he was blessed so 

much that the Philistines envied him. 

Flourishing is a type of blessing that will even make your enemies to envy you. 

He sowed his seeds and got much more harvest in the time of famine because he obeyed 

God and stayed in Gerar. 

The ability to succeed in all aspect of life, maritally, financially, physically, spiritually etc. 

It is the portion of anyone considered by God as righteous to flourish and the expectation 

of the wicked is to be in want / famish. 

It is the will of God for all of us to flourish and the determination of the devil to keep you 

in abject poverty.
