JOSHUA 1:3-10

VICTORY

Joshua 1:3 “Every place that the sole of your foot shall tread upon, that have |
given unto you, as | was with Moses.”

What is unstoppable victory?

Unbeatable success or triumph over an enemy in battle or war

Unstoppable is that which cannot be surpassed or unbeatable.

Victory can mean a success or superior position achieved against an opponent, opposi-
tion or enemy.

Victory over satan and his cohorts, victory over the flesh.

It is the victory that God gives which the devil cannot take away or undermine.

Victory that is total, complete and continuous.

| John 5:4 Talks of victory that overcomes the world, which is our faith.

Our faith has a crucial part to play if we are to have an unstoppable and continuous
victory. Our faith in God and in His unfailing power.

To have an unstoppable victory is to know the God that determines who wins and who
looses in a battle.

To know Him is to have a personal relationship with Him and to also know Him as a
God who has never lost any battle or sometimes He may loose a battle in order to win
a war.
